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This yearõs Challenge Run is the new name for the event that was previously called our Poker Run. The 

Challenge Run will keep with the tradition of involving a navigational challenge. The cruise runs from Satur-

day, August 16th to Monday the 18th. We will depart from the Antioch Marina Saturday morning around 

1100, and cruise to our destination; the Benicia Yacht Club.  

 

There will be three routes to the Benicia Yacht Club from which to choose. One will be an easy navigational 

course where a group of boaters will cruise together. The other two routes will allow you the opportunity 

to put your fabulous navigational skills to work. For those who love a challenge, you can take on these longer 

routes, which will require you to pre-plan your course. You will cruise as a team of two, with each team 

separated by five to ten minutes.  

 

One course will take you between Roe and Ryer Islands. The other will take you between Simmons Island 

and Ryer Island. These islands are located on the Sacramento River west of Middle Ground. The biggest chal-

lenges will be the wind and that there are no navigational aids, so plotting your course or using waypoint 
navigation is recommended. For those of you who might be a little uncertain about this yearõs challenge, I will 

put those boats in a group so you can cruise together. You can still choose to cruise one of the challenging 

routes, or just follow the main channel to Benicia Yacht Club and tie up. Another challenge on this cruise will 

be to take a picture of something of great pride. This location will be given to you as a Latitude and Longi-

tude coordinate on the day of the cruise. 

 

For those of you who would like to cruise down to Antioch on Friday, I have made arrangements to stay 

overnight Friday at the Antioch Marina. Saturday everyone can enjoy a sit down breakfast at Humphreyõs at 

0900. Humphreyõs has requested at least 15 or more people for breakfast. I will have a meeting at 1000 to go 

over the cruise and the challenge. The starting time for this cruise will be 1100. 

 

Saturday nightõs dinner will be presented by Benicia Yacht Club. Asphalt cruisers are also welcome for din-

ner! Youõll be on your own for breakfast; lunch and dinner on Sunday, but there are several places in town if 

you feel motivated. You can choose to give a restaurant in town a try, or stay and dine on your boat, (or 

someone elseõs if theyõll have you!). 

 

Benicia Yacht Club has changed some of their policies for a cruise in. They require a 30 day advance confir-

mation of the number of boats that are coming. So please let me know as soon as possible if you are 

interested in participating in this yearõs Challenge Run, as well as taking advantage of staying at 

Antioch Marina on Friday or just driving in for dinner on Saturday.
